Data?

1) Experimental Gill nets:

e Early spring (March) to capture pre-
spawn Walleye and Northern Pike

e Early May to assess panfish population

2) Night-time boat electrofishing

Late May for to assess Smallmouth
Bass population
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What's involved in sampling the fish populations?

o Set 24 gill nets starting at north end of lake

and resetting south towards dam breast

e Seven nets/day, fish 24 hr periods, nets moved
to new locations to sample all types of habitats

e Captured fish are measured, weighed, sexed
and scales (games species) and pelvic fin rays

(NP) are retained

e Representative number of Walleye were

retained for age & growth analysis (otoliths)
e Clark boat outfitted with 6500W generator,

sampling at night targeting along the
nearshore areas (max 5’ depth)

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What are the plans moving forward?

e Once construction is completed and lake is refilled to
normal pool level, will allow sufficient time for fishery to
stabilize for a few years, then return to conduct another
routine lake survey.

e During this time period new habitat structures will be
Installed, opportunities to assess potential increases in fish
populations, as a result.

e Targeted surveys to evaluate Lake Trout population (GN’s
summer & fall).
