Crooked Creek Lake Fact Sheet
Crooked Creek Lake is one of the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers multi-purpose flood control reservoirs in the Pittsburgh District. At this federal project Pennsylvania state law, Pennsylvania Fish and Boat Commission, and Pennsylvania Game Commission regulations are local laws are in effect.
Daily Lake Information: For daily lake and recreation information visitors can call this 24-hour recorded message (724) 763-2764. Information is updated daily from May through September. From October through April, call the park office (724) 763-3161 from 7:30 a.m. to 4 p.m. Monday through Friday for lake and recreation information.
· Our goal is to provide you with a safe, recreational facility. Please report any unsafe conditions at the park the park office or to a park employee.
· The park is a dawn to dusk Day Use Park. However, boat and shoreline fishing are permitted uses after dark.
· Pets are permitted but must be on a 6-foot leash (maximum) and under control at all times. No pets are permitted on the sandy part of the swimming area at Tunnelville Beach. Owners are expected to clean up after their pets.
· Alcohol is strictly prohibited.
· To protect grassy areas from damage, vehicles must be parked in parking lots.
· America the Beautiful Access passes are available, with proper documentation, at the Park Office Monday - Friday 8:00 AM - 3:00 PM.  Contact the project office to verify availability and documentation.  All America the Beautiful passes are available online at USGS.gov.
· The collection of driftwood from the shoreline and dead or downed trees on Corps property is allowed with a valid wood cutting permit.  Permits can be obtained at the Park Office Monday - Friday 8:00 AM - 3:00 PM.  No live trees shall be harmed. 
· There are no horsepower limits on the lake. However, there are “No Wake Areas” and “Shoal Buoyed Areas” that must be observed. Ski boats and jet skis are to follow a counterclockwise pattern.
· Metal detector use is allowed only on the sandy part of the beach.
· The use of drones is not permitted anywhere on Corps of Engineers property.
· Camping is only permitted in the family campground and is by reservation only.  Reservations can be made by contacting reservation.gov or by calling 1-877-444-6777.
· Hunting is permitted on Corps property located upstream of the public boat launch. The entire Day Use Area is considered a safety zone in accordance with state and federal hunting laws.
· Group events such as fishing events/tournaments, weddings, festivals, races, concerts, dog shows, scouting events, and events with added legal liability to the park require a Special Event Permit from the Natural Resource Manager. Pavilion renters may need a Special Event Permit if rented for a large event or are bringing in additional items that is an added legal liability to the park.
· Crooked Creek Lake is governed by Title 36 of the U.S. Code of Federal Regulations and is posted for the public on all project bulletin boards.  Copies are also available in the project office and visitor information center.
· Recreation Areas, to include the Public Boat Launch, Tunnelville Beach Peninsula, Outflow Fishing Area, Campgrounds, and Pavilions may experience temporary closures for a variety of reasons.  Examples of common closures are high water, ice, excessive debris, and safety or security concerns.

Tunnelville Public Swim Beach & Peninsula
· Weekly water quality samples are performed when the swim beach is open.  If a sample does not meet PA DEP standards, the beach will close until an acceptable sample is obtained.
· Shoreline fishing is permitted after 9:00 p.m.
· Dogs must remain on a leash and off of the sandy area of the swim beach
Outflow Fishing Area
· The Outflow Area is equipped with a warning system that will sound prior to a gate operation that will result in increased discharge from the dam.  In the event of system activation, be aware of impending water elevation and adjust your position as necessary.
· Due to the grade and lack of direct sunlight on the Outflow Road, the road will close following the first heavy snow and will not be reopened until conditions permit.
Organized Group Campground
· Inquire at the park office.
· Area for organized groups that would like to camp, such as, Boy/Girl Scouts, youth groups, and outdoor clubs.
Family Campground
· Campground sites are for primitive camping with no hookups.  
· There are flush toilets but no showers. A dump station is available for registered campers occupying a site.

· Pavilions can be rented during the recreation season through recreation.gov or by calling 1-877-444-6777. Visitors can rent pavilions up to six months in advance of the desirable date of the rental.
· All pavilions outside of the reservation season and unrented pavilions throughout the reservation season are first come, first served.  Contact recreation.gov to verify availability, rental cost, and procedures.
Restrooms
· All restroom buildings close for the winter to allow for winterization.  The Outflow Recreation Area and Hancock Bend Recreation Area remain open year round.
